The Curator’s Report

I never cease to be amazed 
at the generosity of the folks in 
Carlisle and Nicholas County. 
Recently Doug Hamilton of Car-

lisle gave our museum two very 
special Kentucky rifl es. One is 
a percussion cap rifl e and was 
made by E.C.Burden of Carlisle 
and is marked. 

Edmund Collins Burden 
(1826-1903) was raised in Cray-
ton where he became an expert 
gunsmith. He moved to Carl-
isle after his marriage in 1850 
when this rifl e was made. 

The second rifl e is a fl intlock 
full stock in beautiful tiger maple. 
This rifl e was most likely made 
around 1810.  These are now 
displayed in the museum.                                        

We have also received sev-
eral items for the genealogical 
part of the museum and will be 
organizing and cataloging them. 
We are striving to protect all of 
our memorabilia. All of our dis-
play cabinets are now locked 
and we have installed two secu-
rity cameras.

Two special Kentucky rifl es on display
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an additional $15,000 pledged for 
both 2009 and 2010. Payment 
of all pledges and additional do-
nations toward the elevator are 
much appreciated. 

The original Steps from the 
front sidewalk to the upstairs 
Mozart Hall have been restored; 
however the elevator is essential 
for more effi cient use of the base-
ment and fi rst fl oor and for access 
to the second fl oor for storage, fu-
ture restoration and handicapped 
access after restoration. 

We are continuing to inves-
tigate the availability of grants 
to assist with installation of the 
elevator and restoration of Mo-
zart Hall.  This would complete 
restoration of the entire historic 
structure and provide a meeting 
and display area equal to both 
downstairs wings (about 4,500 
square feet).
